In off lead areas you should call your dog back and place 
on lead when: 

·Children are present, or people appear concerned. 

·You notice another dog owner calling their dog back or appearing 
concerned. 

·You notice another dog behaving fearfully or offensively. 

·In dog play situations where the behavior is becoming rough. 

·Situations are occurring that you are unsure of. 

Do not allow your dog off lead if: 
U You do not have adequate voice control to be able to recall 

your dog. 
U You are unsure of how your dog will behave. 
U Your dog has any history of aggression towards humans or 

other dogs. 

You have a responsibility to: 
< Provide adequate control and education of, and for your dog to ensure the safety and perceived 

safety of humans and dogs. 

< Provide adequate education for your dog to ensure that they behave in a socially acceptable manner. 

< Undertake extensive socialization of your puppy to promote acceptance of both people and dogs.  

< Carry the necessary materials to clean up immediately after your dog. 

< Ensure your dog is managed appropriately if there is any potential for aggression towards humans 
or dogs.  

Cyclists and walkers:  

If you are in an off-lead area you are likely 
to meet dogs so please be aware of those 
around you. Cyclists  please ensure dog 

owners are aware you are approaching so 
they can control their dog. Please 
remember that most dog owners are 
responsible. So if you have any concerns 

please raise them politely.

REMEMBER: 

Whenever you and your dog are out in 
a public place you are both 

ambassadors for all dog owners and
