Serious problems can occur if cats are allowed to roam
outdoors, particularly at night (around eighty percent of
accidents involving cats happen at night). Roaming cats can g
hit by cars, injured in fights, catch fatal diseases (eg feline
AIDS) or become lost. Roaming cats can also kill native
wildlife 8 even well fed cats will hunt.
